Cyclone, Nargis, hit the shores of Myanmar 
(Burma) on May 2, 2008 with 130 mph 
sustained winds and a 12-foot tidal wave. 
There were 80,000 deaths, 56,000 missing, 
and 1.5 million homeless. Predictions are that 
more than 100,000 people will die due to 
malaria from mosquitoes and other diseases 
from dirty water and poor sanitation. 
 
We, at World Bible Translation Center (WBTC), 
have received a request from a ministry partner 
for 500,000 copies of the New Testament. 
WBTC has committed to print and distribute 
over 50,000 Easy-to-Read™ Burmese New 
Testaments in the next few months. Working 
with a mission printing organization in Sri 
Lanka and a major literature distribution team 
in Thailand, WBTC hopes to flood this 
devastated nation with the light of God’s Word. 
The main recipients will be evangelists, 
churches, and Bible schools. Even Buddhist 
monks are asking for Scriptures to help them 
cope with this national tragedy. Credible 
reports of many Buddhists turning to Christ 
only underscore the need for more Scriptures.
